Re: Sports Day: Friday 24th June, 2011: Years 7 & 8
Sports Day has proved a big success over the years and is an eagerly awaited event on the school calendar. It will again be held at the Athletics Track, Southampton Sports Centre, Bassett. This is an excellent venue and we are privileged to have the use of it.

Students are asked to make their own way to the Sports Centre. Years 7 and 8 should meet at their designated tutor area at 8.45am where a register will be taken by their tutor. Alternatively, those students who cannot get to the sports centre should meet at Cantell Maths and Computing College in the dining hall at 8.00am. A register will be taken and students will then walk to the Sports Centre accompanied by staff. Please indicate on the permission sheet whether your son/daughter will register at school (8.00am) or at the sports centre (8.45am).

Students will be dismissed at 12.00pm. This is the end of their school day and they are expected to depart the site in an orderly fashion.

If you wish your son/daughter to return to school before being dismissed please indicate this on the permission sheet. Students returning to Cantell will be dismissed from school at approximately 12.30pm.

Students are expected to remain inside the perimeter fence and in their designated tutor area for the duration of the event. Students who require the toilet during this period must collect a toilet pass from their tutor.

It is important that students come properly equipped for this event. Students who are competing must wear their school P.E. kit. Those students who are not competing are required to wear full school uniform. It is imperative that students bring sunscreen, a hat, plenty of water, a snack and warm/waterproof clothing should weather become inclement.

A packed lunch will be taken to the sports centre for students who are eligible for free school meals. Students must collect their lunch from the designated lunch collection point. They will require a lunch slip which can be collected from their tutor. If your son/daughter is eligible for a free school meal please note this on the permission sheet.
