Re: Sports Day: Friday 24th June, 2011: Years 9 & 10
Sports Day has proved a big success over the years and is an eagerly awaited event on the school calendar. It will again be held at the Athletics Track, Southampton Sports Centre, Bassett. This is an excellent venue and we are privileged to have the use of it.

Students are asked to make their own way to the Sports Centre. Years 9 and 10 should meet at their designated tutor area at 12.20pm where a register will be taken by their tutor. The Sports Centre is the school site for the day and year 9 and 10 are not required to attend school in the morning. If you wish your son/daughter to attend school as normal between the hours of 8.30am and 2.35pm can you please indicate this on the permission sheet.

Students will be dismissed at 3.00pm. This is the end of their school day and they are expected to depart the site in an orderly fashion. 

Students are expected to remain inside the perimeter fence and in their designated tutor area for the duration of the event. Students who require the toilet during this period must collect a toilet pass from their tutor.
